An extensive rebuilding project
involving conversion from fossil energy sources to waste products from Danish forestry
operations has resulted in a reduction in CO, emissions by a staggering 90 per cent. This has now
won the company international recognition in the form of a PPl Award.

And
then there are those that go a step further. Dalum Papir has gone much further. In fact, this traditional
production company is a world leader in the area, something for which Dalum Papir now has ... yes, paper
documentation.

At a ceremony in Brussels, RISI, the organisation for the global forest products industry, has presented the
annual PPl Awards. PPl stands for Pulp and Paper International. In the Green Energy and Biofuels Awards
category, the jury’s reason for choosing the winner was thus:

“We have received a very large number of nominations of a high standard in this category, which goes to
show the continual efforts being made to invest in the area right across the industry. The judges were
impressed with the energy savings which the company has achieved as a result of its investments and use
of a wide variety of green technologies.”

The winner was Dalum Papir, and the company can use the award in several ways.

“We are, of course, incredibly proud — both at a professional and national level. Not least as we have been
measured in relation to the paper industry’s best players worldwide within energy management and
biofuels initiatives,” says Sales and Marketing Director Steen Bernth from Dalum Papir, adding: “We can
also actively use the award because it supports the marketing of our main product, Cyclus, on all our
markets both within and outside Europe as the most environment-friendly paper for all types of graphics
work.”

A powerhouse for the climate, energy and the environment

The 90 per cent reduction in CO, emissions is actually just one item on a long list of environmental merits.
The energy-efficient and environment-friendly production at one of Odense’s most traditional
manufacturing companies also benefits the city. Surplus heating from Dalum Papir’s on-site power facility
contributes 10 per cent of Odense’s heating requirements, supplying 10,000 households in Denmark’s
third-largest city with green and inexpensive district heating.

And the list continues: Every year, the company, which has 250 employees in Odense on Funen and 50 in
Naestved on Zealand, recycles 120 tonnes of paper waste, and Dalum Papir’s main product — Cyclus — is thus
made of 100 per cent recycled wood fibre.

Moreover, even the manufacturing process used to make Cyclus has far less impact on the environment
than producing conventional, non-recycled paper. Eighty per cent less energy, 60 per cent less water and



markedly lower CO, emissions testify to the fact that both the process and the end-product are extremely
environmentally friendly.

“Paper manufacture is an energy-intensive process. However, this international award which we have
received documents that paper can be recycled for the benefit of the climate and the environment
according to our model,” says Steen Bernth.
