RISI, the international association of companies in the forest products industry, has presented the annual
PPI Awards at a ceremony in Brussels. PPl is the abbreviation of Pulp and Paper International. In the
category Green Energy and Bio fuels Awards, the jury gave the following reasons for their choice of the
winner;

“We received a lot of high level entries for this category, which is great reflection of the ongoing
investments in this area across the industry. The judges were impressed with the energy reduction
achieved as a result of the investments made at this site and the variety of different green techniques in
use at the mill.”

The winner was Dalum Papir.

“We can also actively use the award because it supports the marketing of our main product, Cyclus, on all
markets both within and outside Europe as the most environment-friendly paper for all types of graphic
jobs.”

A power station for climate, energy and environment

The 90 per cent reduction in the CO, emissions is actually just one of a long list of environmental merits.
The city of Odense also benefits from the energy-efficient and environment-friendly production at one of
Odense’s manufacturing companies — one of the richest on traditions as well. Excess heat from Dalum
Papir’s on-site power facility make up 10 per cent of Odense’s heat supply, supplying 10,000 households in
Denmark’s third-largest city with green and inexpensive district heating.

And the list continues: Every year the company, which employs 250 people in Odense and 50 people in
Naestved, recycles 120,000 tonnes of waste paper. And Dalum Papir’s main product — Cyclus — is made of
100 per cent recycled fibres.

The manufacturing process itself, when producing Cyclus, is also far gentler on the environment than
production of conventional non-recycled paper. 80 per cent less energy, 60 per cent less water and
significantly lower CO, emissions witness that both the process itself and the end-product are exceptionally
environmental friendly.

“Paper manufacturing is an energy-intensive process. However, this international award which we have
received documents that paper can be recycled for the benefit of the climate and the environment
according to our model,” says Steen Bernth.
